For our sponsors we are expected to promote our events locally and in the lower mainland. 
There will also be promotion of our events in British Columbia and Canada. The 
promotions will be in the general media and specific “Chinese” media. From the various 
media we expect there will be some cross Country exposure with a realistic 
audience/readership in the millions. The Chinese Canadian population base in Victoria is 
estimated to be about 25,000, the lower mainland well over 350,000 and in British 
Columbia 400,000 (estimated). The Canadian total is over 1 million. Outside of the Chinese 
cultural base with the generalized audience/readership, our sponsors will be promoted to 
all cultures and the full readership or audiences of the participating media.
